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Natural Gas Vehicles Making Inroads; Sales Rising

Ford Motor Co. said Tuesday it sold a record 11,600 natural gas vehicles last year, more than four times the number it sold two years
ago. It’s the latest sign that natural gas is making inroads as a transportation fuel, particularly for truck fleets, buses and taxis. The
consumer market is tougher to crack, but sales are gaining there as well. Natural gas is cheap and plentiful in the U.S. after a spike in
production that began in the middle of last decade. At the same time, the price of gasoline and diesel fuel has jumped more than 30
percent.

Columbia Gas customers to see price dip slightly

Customers of Columbia Gas of Kentucky will pay 3 percent less for natural gas for the next three months, because the state Public
Service Commission has approved the utility’s quarterly gas cost-adjustment proposal, effective Feb. 28. Customers who are supplied
by Columbia Gas and have been for the past year will pay $4.1237 per thousand cubic feet, down from $4.2366. People who are now
Columbia Gas customers but in the past year were in the Customer Choice program, which uses other suppliers, will pay $5.8574, up
from $5.6583.

Ky. Biomass power bill signed into law

Kentucky Gov. Steve Beshear has signed legislation into law that could make biomass power a more attractive option for electricity
suppliers within the state. The bill, SB 46, was introduced in the senate Jan. 11, and passed by a vote of 38 to zero on Feb. 11. The
measure moved to the House Feb. 12, and passed by a vote of 100 to zero on Feb. 21. Beshear signed the bill into law on March 5. Ac-
cording to the text of the legislation, the new law allows the Public Utilities Commission to let utilities recover costs not recovered in
the existing rates of the utility for the purchase of electric power from a biomass energy facility that has received a certificate from the
Kentucky State Board on Electric Generation and Transmission Siting. (biomassmagazine.com March 7, 2013)

transport natural gas liquids from the infrastructure-constrained Marcellus and Utica shale plays in upper Appalachia to the rapidly
expanding petrochemical and export complex on the U.S. Gulf Coast, as well as the developing petrochemical market in the Northeast
